Personal Goal Example
One of my personal goals on the guitar is to improve my practical application of using arpeggio patterns.
I am going to do this by using a variety of arpeggios tutorial videos and I will also use a variety of guitar books, which contain a variety of major/ minor arpeggios (include a screenshot/ image of resource in your coursework).
I am doing this because I am unfamiliar with major/ minor arpeggios and I would like to begin to use them when performing. This will improve my technical ability, as arpeggios require a fluent application of playing notes from a chord, across a variety of strings. This a difficult skill to master. This will also improve my picking technique, as I will need to be able to accurately pick downwards and upwards in a fluent and controlled manner. This will help me to become a more versatile lead guitar player and add more creativity to my solos.

This will help to visually track my progress and show that I am working towards my goal, as the videos will show improvement over time. I will also maintain a weekly practice log with strengths, weaknesses and targets for improvement.
This will be a long-term goal of 4-6 weeks, as I will be reserving ample time each week to master a variety of major and minor scales in different positions across the guitar neck. This will not be achieved in a short space of time due to the number of arpeggio positions that I will be learning in different keys, across the fretboard. I will dedicate two days per week to work on this target, with around 15 minutes per session.
